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Overall Assessment

The current level of influenza activity in London and Middlesex County remains low. Since the start of this year’s influenza
season (August 29, 2021), there have been no laboratory-confirmed influenza cases identified in the Middlesex-London
region; however, a few other regions in Ontario have reported sporadic influenza activity this season. To date, there has
been a total of 17 confirmed influenza cases reported in Ontario (13 Influenza A, four Influenza B).

Analysis and Action
The influenza season has begun in Ontario. Local residents are encouraged to get their seasonal influenza vaccine as
soon as possible, well in advance of peak influenza activity.

Regardless of the level of local influenza activity, there are a number of easy-to-follow steps local residents can take to
avoid becoming sick throughout the year. While washing your hands frequently with soap and warm water for 15-20
seconds or using a waterless hand sanitizer (with at least 70 percent alcohol content), remains an effective way to prevent
many illnesses, including influenza, local residents should continue to follow these recommended COVID-19 prevention
practices:

e Cough or sneeze into your elbow,

e Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth,

¢ Clean and disinfect high-touch surfaces, such as doorknobs, frequently,

e Stay home when feeling sick,

¢ Maintain a physical distance of at least two metres from anyone you do not live with, and

e Wear a mask in enclosed places, or where physical distancing cannot be maintained.

Details of Current Local Activity

Between November 215t and 27, there were no laboratory-confirmed cases of influenza reported to the Health Unit, nor
have there been any laboratory-confirmed cases of influenza reported in the Middlesex-London region since the beginning
of the influenza surveillance season on August 29t, 2021.

Appendix A provides more detail about laboratory-based influenza activity indicators for the current reporting week, as
well as other local indicators of respiratory illness.

Provincial and National Comparison

In this week’s Ontario Respiratory Pathogen Bulletin, Public Health Ontario reports that influenza activity in health units
across the province is low and activity is similar to what was observed the previous week. In the most recent week, a total
of four confirmed influenza cases were reported (three Influenza A and one Influenza B).

In this week’s FluWatch, the Public Health Agency of Canada reports low influenza activity across Canada with 86% of
regions reporting no influenza activity. Despite high levels of influenza testing in Canada, positive laboratory tests for
influenza remain at low levels.
